V. THE SCARS SYMBOLIZE VICTORY
A. Christ had victory over death, hell, the grave, the devil, and sin
B. Through Christ, all believers have the same victory (1 Cor. 15:54-57)
1) Believers no longer have to fear death. (Heb. 2:14-15)
2) Through Christ, we experience a spiritual resurrection.

3) Through Christ, we are delivered from the power and penalty of sin. Sin no longer
dominates us.

4) Through Christ’s victory, we will experience a bodily resurrection.
